GAM'’s website displays land plot amendments

Greater Amman Municipality launched its land plot amendment service on its electronic
website with the aim to simplify procedures and to save the time and effort of citizens who
wish to view the amended plans, in addition to propagating transparency and fairness.

Access to the service is through the link http://www.ammancity.gov.jo/arabic/business/
diagrams.asp and also at the electronic services section on GAM's website www.ammanci-
ty.gov.jo.inder the heading of organizational amendments. Citizens can view these amend-
ments such as altering the purpose of plot usage, amending systemizational rules, adding
anew arrangement, opening new streets or rerouting existing ones. It is worth mentioning
that such amendments are undertaken by the local committee and thereafter they are pre-
sented to the governorate's committee and advertised in two local newspapers and in the
official gazette for objections, and posted at the concerned district's committee office for a
period of two months, thereby allowing citizens to view them and submit their objections
as they see fit. The local committee examines the grounds for objection and then takes the
proper decision either acceptance or rejection; the decision is forwarded then to the gover-
norate's committee, which proceeds to execute the amended plan.

At a later stage, GAM will provide an electronic link in its advertisement published in a
local newspaper for an overview of the announced plans to solicit comments.

GAM, in cooperation with the Electricity Company and Michouna and other service de-
partments, issues electronic licenses to contractors for starting work using the geographic
information systems (GIS).

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House of Pioneers for Music

During a celebration marking the Inter-
national Day for the Elderly in October last
year, Greater Amman Municipality Mayor
Omar Maani announced the launch of “Bayt
al-Ruwad Lilmousiqa” (House of Pioneers
for Music), which was adopted by the Ex-
ecutive Committee of the Child Friendly City
within the framework of declaring Amman
as an elderly-friendly city.

House of Pioneers for Music (HPM) is a
musical and cultural salon comprising art-
ists above the age of 50, where they gather
to perform their music and songs live to an
elderly audience, who appreciate classical
art.

HPM embraces two musical bands; Bayt
al-Ruwad Band, and Takht al-Mousiqa el-
Arabia (Arabian Music Ensemble).

HPM consists of a big rehearsal hall and
auditorium; music library—under construc-
tion—which will contain more than 50,000
books and recordings, with a hall for listen-
ing to music; an exhibition site showcasing
pictures, books and musical instruments;
and an instruction committee, drawn from
HPM members, to teach traditional Arabian
music according to classical standards.

The Jordanian artists have already be-
gun their activities since December at the
new site—in Jabal al-Jofah overlooking the

Roman Amphitheater—which also hosts
Jordanian Poetry House. HPM hosts three
weekly singing and musical events with the
participation of HPM members that include
renowned Jordanian artists such as Salwa,
Ismail Khader, Muhammad Wahib, Fouad Hi-
jazi, Fouad Rakan, Atallah Hindeleh, Dr. Emil
Haddad, Hassan Fagir, Rouhi Shahin, Sami
Khouri, Samir Baghdadi, As’ad George, Kara-
mah Haddad, Issa Balleh, Soubhi Abdo Musa,
Khader Azzam, Nabil Shargawi, Ali Faleh,
Muhammad Samik, Muhammad Mrayyesh,
Saeed Hana, and Riad Ghallab.

In addition to citizens, large crowds
of Arab and foreign tourists attend these
events. Some visitors perform either mu-
sically or vocally, such as Spanish guitarist
Ricardo Garcia and Palestinian singer Musa
Hafith, both of whom were visiting Jordan.

HPM has its own rules and regulations,
mainly:

HPM opens from 6:30pm-9:30pm three
days weekly; Wednesdays for visitors, while
Saturdays and Mondays are exclusive to its
members.

Upon arrival for the first time, visitors
are required to register name, telephone
number and e-mail if available; thereafter
only the name is required.

Visitors should indicate, prior to the

start of the musical evening, their wish to
perform.

Once the recitals begin, the audience
must turn off their cell phones and observe
complete silence calm.

During the interval, the audience can en-
joy hot beverages and sweets.

The HPM's main objectives are to pro-
vide a socially entertaining environment
that enhances the culture of art and sup-
ports veteran artists; encourage elderly
Jordanian musicians to indulge in their art,
for the sake of classical art and its follow-
ers; preserve the Jordanian and Arab music

and art by collecting, studying, classifying,
categorizing and archiving in a specialized
musical library; promote Jordan touristi-
cally and culturally by offering monthly
entertaining shows to HPM's visitors, and
by participating in local and international
festivals; preserve Jordanian and Arabian
classical music by teaching and training
the younger generations; highlight Amman
as Elderly-Friendly City in addition to being
Child-Friendly; and earmark GAM's role in
erecting pioneering projects in different
fields.

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Archeological sites in Qweismeh

Amman, which was built by the ancient
Ammonites as their capital, and prospered
as Philadelphia (the City of Brotherly Love)
during the Roman and Greek eras and pres-
ently holds the seat of power, ministries,
and is a commercial hub, embraces many
archeological treasures, which truly entitle
it as a city of paradox, where the ancient
meets the modern. This article deals with
the archeological sites in Qweismeh:

Cave of Ahl al-Kahf
(People of the Cave)

It is situated in al-Rageem District of Qweis-
meh, 9 km southeast of Amman (mentioned
in the Nobel Qur'an). The narrative tells that
some youngsters under 20 years old, sons of
rich influential Roman families, and bearing
the names of Tamlikha, Maximiliana, Ras-
monis, Mashling, Batounis, Nibros, Martous,
and their dog Qatmir, refused to follow Ro-
man Emperor Dakianos' faith, Zoroastrian-
ism, as they had converted to Christianity at
a time when the new religion was banned.
It is told that they feared Dakianos will kill
them if they stayed around. They took their
dog with them and escaped the city where

they found a cave to hide in and they put
their names on the cave’'s walls, and there
they fell asleep. Dakianos, having discov-
ered their whereabouts, commanded the
only entrance to the cave be blocked with
a huge rock. The lads remained asleep for
309 years as mentioned in the Nobel Qur’an.
When they woke up it was during the reign of
Roman Emperor Theodosius II who had ad-
opted Christianity. To get food, Tamlika went

to the city, where he found everything had
changed; the money on him was not valid
any more. Going back to the cave he told his
friends what he had found. They remained
and died in the cave. This parable has put an
end to the argument regarding the reincar-
nation of the body and the soul, and is proof
that they are reincarnated together as per
God’s commandment.

Roman Family Tomb/
Qweismeh Tomb

This tomb lies at Hareeth Bin Zaid Street, and
constitutes the remains of a Roman family's
mausoleum comprising three graves with a
total area of 12m? dating back to late second
century and early third century.

The Ten Bridges

These bridges date back to the Ottoman era
in Jordan which gained importance after
the construction of the Hijaz Railway Line
in 1908, on a narrow 105 cm track cutting
across the country from north to south for
a distance of over 4,00 km.

This line helped to extend the Ottoman
military presence in the country, to protect
it against marauders.

East Jordan, which was subjected in
1516 to Ottoman rule that extended for 400
years, gained special importance due to its
strategic location on the northern pilgrim-
age route and also as the artery connecting
Damascus to Madina al-Munawwara, where
the Prophet (pbuh) was buried—a distance
of 1303km.

The route branches as follows:

1- The black city of Dar'a to Haifa on the Med-
iterranean Sea.

2- Al-Afoula — Nablus - Tulkaram.

3- Dar’a to beyond Syria (Bilad al-Sham).

All these railway routes where discon-
tinued except for a small portion between
Damascus and Amman stretching to Maan.

Public Transport Department (PTD)

Greater Amman Municipality (GAM) took over the public transport portfolio within its bor-
ders on November 19, 2007 as per the Public Transport Regulation Law No. 51 for the year
2007, within GAM's boundaries; accordingly the Public Transport Department (PTD) was in-
stituted on November 21, 2007 with the responsibility of providing services to passengers
and operators.

Services to operators and beneficiaries:

- Servicing-out and replacing public vehicles.

- Transfer of ownership of public transport ve-
hicles.

- Replacing the body frames of public trans-
port vehicles.

- Laying out conditions and processors re-
quired for registration and licensing of inves-
tors’ public transport vehicles.

- Issuance of permits and licenses.

- Receiving complains of operators, investors,
and customers.

- Coordinating with public transport bodies
within the Kingdom.

- Monitoring the adherence of operators’ to their licens-
ing provisions and of investors to their contracts.

- Management of GAM’s transport facilities.

- Monitoring transportation inside and outside com-
plexes to handle traffic congestion.

Awareness services to customers through:

- A public service bureau to receive comments and com-
plaints.

- Free dial services for easier interaction with service
receivers.

- Special brochures on the services and duties of the
Public Transport Department.

- Interaction with audio, visual and printed media.

- Studies and surveys conducted to evaluate cus-
tomer satisfaction.

- Media awareness campaigns on public trans-
port in Amman, plus problems and solutions un-
derway.

- Survey involving over 700 students at the Uni-
versity of Jordan, on the status of the present
public transport and the problems they face.

Participations and activities

- Electronic archive of all public transport permits
with easy-to-use index.

- New mechanism linking taxi cars with their
company offices through orders of movement, in
corporation with strategic partners.

- Participating in several workshops and confer-
ences on public transport:

Public Transport planning

The main procedures:

- Completion of surveys required to conclude the comprehensive plan for transport and
transportation.

- Defining the fast transport network for Amman. Outlining routes and executing priorities,
through a preliminary study undertaken by international experts in the public transport
domain.

- Introducing a systematic method to evaluate fares of public transport issues.

- Issuing letters of interest for the design of high frequency and express vehicle network
(PRT).

- Issuing letters of interest to undertake a feasibility study and preliminary designs for Am-
man'’s 3-line railway network.

- Hosting a workshop on planning and reform of public transport regulations, organized by
the World Bank in cooperation with the Management Unit of the Credit Consultative Private
and Public Partnership Program, in the field of infrastructure.

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Mdaani announces Amman
centennial celebrations program

“As Ammuan celebrates its centennial, a new

image emerges of a young, safe, and dynam-
ic city, that preserves its heritage,” Mayor
of Amman Omar Maani said during o press
conference held at City Hall in the Greater
Amman Municipality (GAM) complex, to
announce the program for Amman centen-
nial celebrations. GAM, which celebrates the
passage of 100 years since the first munici-
pality was established in Amman, derives
its legacy deep in history extending to well
over 8 millennia; Maani pointed out that
Amman has developed from a small village
to a modern capital, and from a municipal
council to Greater Amman Municipality,
overcoming many difficulties and challeng-
es in addition to developing the level and
quality of services to Ammanites.

“GAM strives to upgrade and extend the
role it undertakes in developing the local
community, by adopting and supporting
various cultural, social, touristic and ar-
tistic initiatives and by targeting children
and youth,” Maani added. During the con-
ference, attended by Amman City Director,
Ammar Gharaibah, Maani pointed out that
the centennial celebrations aim to preserve
the soul and identity of the city through the
consolidation of interaction with citizens
of various strata and age groups, adding
that the participation of Amman citizens
in large numbers is expected to stress their
national belonging and to deepen the inter-
action between the citizens and their city.

Maani unveiled Amman’'s new logo
which depicts the seven hills symbolizing
the ancient legend that the city was origi-
nally founded on seven hills; Amman's
houses which stride these hills stress the
stability which the city avails to its inhabit-
ants. The portrayal of each hill in a different

color as per the new logo reflects the diver-
sity of Amman, be it in the diversity of its
inhabitants, neighborhoods, or sceneries;
furthermore the intermingling of the colors
of the hills symbolizes the reaction among
the various facets of the City. The word Am-
man written beneath the hills on the logo is
drawn in a manner which depicts the Capi-
tal as a young city vivid and dynamic, con-
stantly developing and growing, a warm
and friendly city. The phonetic shaddah,
an Arabic stress symbol, which is hanging
over the Arabic letter meem “M” in the word
"Amman’, is shaped like a pigeon, reflecting
peace and openness.

Amman Mayor’s cultural counselor Hai-
dar Mahmoud noted that upon royal direc-
tives, GAM has embarked on establishing
“King Abdullah II's darat” in a distinctive
spot in downtown Ras al-Ain ared, opposite
Al-Hussein Cultural Center, a location that
witnessed Amman’s earliest stages. GAM,
which organized an international architec-
tural competition for the design of the darat
(House of Arts), has already announced the
winning entry.

The darat has been designed as a cen-
ter to house the activities of the various
pioneering art institutions including Cen-
ter of Performing Arts, Amman Symphonic
Orchestra, National Institute of Music, Na-
tional Orchestra and GAM Folkloric Troupe.
Within the Center’s compound, there will be
expansive areas for musical events, dance
shows and theatrical performances in ad-
dition to operatic arias, both international
and local.

The compound is designed to also host
a theater with 1,600-seat capacity and «
smaller one of foo-seat—both equipped
with the latest hi-tech audio systems—plus
spaces for rehearsals and public amenities
including a restaurant and a café.

Amman Mayor's counselor for Culture
& Investment and Manager of the Centen-
nial Celebrations program, Khaled Burqan,
outlined the year round centennial celebra-
tions main social, cultural, sporting, artistic
and entertaining activities, which will take
place in cooperation with and participation
of public and private institutions and GAM's
departments and districts.
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Other events that will take place in pub-
lic squares include “Carnival Procession”,
“Amman Summer Festival”, “Evening Shift”
show, “International Food Village”, “Amman
Delight” song festival and “Acrobatics/Mu-

sic” street shows.
