inhabitants who toiled hard to build the
modern city of Amman with its own soul that
is proud of its heritage and culture; a city that
developed from a tiny village of 100 years ago
with a small municipal council to become a
modern metropolis with its Greater Amman
Municipality Council.

(GAM) announced the launch of its program
“Together We Learn” during a workshop on
“Voluntary Work Culture and its Importance
to the Local Community”, held in cooperation
with the Ministry of Political Development
(MoSD).

The program aims to empower women
employees in GAM and to consolidate
their voluntary participation through the
knowledge exchange among them and to
avail them the chance to exchange expertise
and skills. This is facilitated by employees in
GAM who volunteer to transfer knowledge
to women workers in GAM by allocating one
hour weekly to the program which includes
erasing illiteracy and transfer of various
skills such as communication, computer and
English language.

the community. She stressed the necessity
to combine what was presented during the
workshop with the goals of the “Together
We Learn” program which will consolidate
the principle of social responsibility and
the exchange of experience among the GAM
women employees at all ranks.

Balgar added that the program is in

response to the wishes of women workers
for learning in all fields, and that the network
has embarked on communicating with
corporations and institutions such as the
Ministry of Education and MoSD in order to
habilitate the women participants and to
provide the scientific subjects that are to be
taught.

The workshop presented a valuable
platform for the participants to discuss the
importance of the culture of voluntary work
and its positive consequences which help
create the will and determination to advance
the society by taking the initiative in dealing
with social issues.
