Due to the rise in complaints about disease carriers, the Depart-
ment of Pest Control & Animal Welfare (PCAW) has decided to document
its work, increase its accuracy and improve its services, by launching
a new program with the aim of automating the department. This in-
cludes the introduction of a new complaints system in collaboration
with the Geographic Information System (GIS) Department.

Hence, details of the working schedule of the PCAW department were
handed to GIS department plus the complaints input system, amend-
ment and measure to tackle complaints in addition to field survey.

Prior to the completion of the program, a training workshop was
held at the training center involving PCAW staff to account them with
GIS, which has been implemented at the departmentin 27/12/2008, and
applied by its West Amman branch on 21/5/2009 as a first phase which
aims to automate the department, that led to speeding up and improv-
ing the method of tackling complaints. The automation project’s later
phases will be followed up with the concerned bodies to enhance the
special operations of the PCAW.

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Vocational License

Citizens are not allowed to practice any profession in the city of Amman unless they obtain
a vocational license after paying the required fees.

Commercial, industrial, or touristic licenses do not exempt you from obtaining a vocational
license.

Application to renew the vocational license must be made during January and February
each year to avoid paying fines; otherwise a fine of 10% 1s added until the end of June, and 50%

for the rest of the year.

Shopkeepers must notify the Greater Amman Municipality (GAM) by writing, in case they
cease practicing their profession, in order to avoid the accumulation of fees.

Shopkeepers must place the license in a visible place and show it to GAM personnel.

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In Celebration of its Centennial

GAM Honors its Women Employees

Within the Amman Municipality Centen-
nial celebrations and under the patronage of
HRH Princess Basma Bint Talal, the Regional
Office of Metropolis Women International
Network (WIN-Metropolis) held an event
during which it honored its members who
are on Greater Amman Municipality (GAM)
Council and other GAM women employees.

The Princess inaugurated a photo exhi-
bition under the title “Women and The City",
which displayed photos captured by GAM's
employees lenses.

In her speech, Head of WIN-Metropolis
Arwa Balgar underlined the essential role
that GAM plays in the support of the Net-
work and its activities, which include field
visits, by the Network members who are
also members of GAM Council, to several
districts and governorates in the aim of ex-
changing knowledge and to learn the best
methods in municipal and developmental
work; the Network also interacts with its
Arab counterparts by exchanging experi-
ences and visits, and globally through the
Network’s participation in formulating the
Global Women Governance Network strat-
egy.

The speech also included the screening
of a documentary in which Network mem-
bers in Arab countries and in local gover-
norates extended their congratulations to
GAM on the occasion of its centennial.

Turfa Hadid recited her poem “Amman”
highlighting the rich heritage of Amman
across many civilizations and eras and
which was followed by a film screening
“Ammanites across the Centennial” pre-
pared by Suha Al-Azzah, and executed by
Smile Implanters Project, depicting testimo-
nies by women leaders of their experiences
in GAM.

In her speech, Nisreen Najdawi reviewed
the participation of women in the Munci-

pality’s council since 1980, pointing out the
achievements and initiatives of the Council
women members such as Amman'’s initia-
tive “Child-Friendly City” and the establish-
ment of the WIN-Metropolis and the Jorda-
nian Folkloric Heritage Collection initiative,
in addition to the unified directory of the
Council's committees’ work and the prepa-
ration of GAM's internal bylaws, towards
their final approval. Zaha Musical Band pre-
sented a musical event which included the
composition "“Amman in the Heart”.

In his research, Khalid Jdou' presented
the march of women in GAM according to
the study conducted by the Network in coop-
eration with the Training Center, on the situ-
ation of women employees in GAM 2008. The
research established that the year 1980 rep-
resents the start of actual women partici-
pation in the Municipality, totaling 44 em-
ployees, and rising ever since to reach over
3,000 presently with 2% holding university
degrees, and that some of them hold top ad-
ministrative positions, with more than 20
women employees being managers in the
various districts and departments of GAM.
The research also noted that the Municipal-
ity embraces within its cadre more than 26
women employees with special needs.

At the end of the Festival, HRH Princess
Basma and Mayor Omar Maani present-
ed shields to the honored women council
members from 1980 to 2009; to the women
managers in GAM; to the late pioneering
manager Anoreen Mismar, whose award
was handed to her family; and to the first
telephone operator, the first laborer and
the first bellhop. On the occasion of the Cen-
tennial, the Mayor presented a token of ap-
preciation to HRH Princess Basma for her
continuous efforts in supporting Jordanian
women.
