Al-Abd Palace (Qasr Al-Abd)

Al-Abd Palace situated within within Wadi Al-
Seer District According to historical documents,
coins, drawings and inscriptions, this palace was
built by Hyrcanus Al-Tobiad of Ammon, in Iraq Al-
Amir area between 187-175B.C. during the reign of
Seleucus IV of the Ptolemaic dynasty.These sources
also state that Hyrcanus was an Ammaonite prince
who settled in Wadi Al-Seer District in 360 B.C.
Prince Tobiad was the King's deputy and viceroy of
Amman during the Persian era, and later became

Culture Street (Al-Thaqafa Street)

Within this street, a pedestrian precinct exists
in the center of the Shmeisani neighborhood in
Amman, a hub of commercial and touristic outlets
such as King Abdullah Park, Princess Haya Cultural
Center, banks, hotels and malls. The area was
established on the occasion of choosing Amman
as the Arab Cultural Capital in 2002, and it houses
cafes, restaurants and internet outlets.

Named August 11, the street is crowded
by tourists and expatriates especially during
summer and hosts outstanding artistic activities
inthe evening particularly during Amman Summer
Festival, and is considered as one of the most
enjoyable places during Ramadan.

the last Ammonite king. Two carvings of Toubiad
names were discovered in Qasr Al-Abd which was
built with white basalt stones, and the structure
spans an area of 38-meter long,18-meter wide, and
4.5-meter high, comprising two storeys: 4 rooms
and 7 widows in the lower; and a hall and four
rooms in the upper. The palace has two entrances,
southern and northern, decorated with columns,
crowns, drawing, and engravings depicting a lion
and a lioness. Surrounding the palace are stone
irrigation canals which feed a large pool; Some
parts of the outer wall are still standing. The palace
is considered one of the outstanding geometric
designs, that demonstrate human creativity and
artistry.

Sabeel Al- Houriyat

This picturesque construction runs along Amman'’s stream, right through the
heart of the city and dates back to the Roman era of the second century AC. The
Jordanian Archeological Department has carried out technological renovations to
preserve the location.

The Sabeel is located in Quraish Street (Saqf el-Sail Street), which was built over
the course of the old Amman River. Passershy can see the remnants of Sabeel Al-
Houriyat, what used to be an ancient luxurious bath, which was covered with marble
blocks, and a large swimming pool with a depth of 26 feet. On top of the swimming
pool are baths, fountains and 10-meter high columns. To date, what remain of Sabeel
Al-Houriyat are two towers and some remnants between them.

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Jabal Al-Qal’ah (The Castle Mount)
Amman boasts a treasure of famous
archeological features that stand witness to

ancient civilizations that inhabited Amman.

At Jabal Al-Qal'ah, which overlooks the old
city, stands the Temple of Hercules with
its remaining pillars. It was built by the
Romans in the second century A.D., over the

remnants of an ancient Ammonite temple.

Jabal Al-Qal'ah constituted the Ammonite
capital in Amman, where the remnants of the

Ammonite palaces still exist including the
walls, water wells, basalt rocks in addition
to the discovery of four statues of Ammonite
kings dating back to the 8th century B.C.

Other similar temples were unearthed
in Amman suburbs at Khirbet Al-Hijaz, Abu
Alanda, and Arjan.

Jabal Al-Qal'oh Museum contains many
artifacts from various civilizations in
addition to tools which depict the lifestyle in
past eras.

Rujm Al-Malfouf

To the west of the 4™ Circle in Jabal Amman Zahran District, lies
Rujm Al-Malfouf, which consists of a tower that dates back to the
13™ century B.C. during the Iron age. Like other Ammonite towers
surrounding Amman, it served the purpose of monitoring the
movements of the enemies in order to protect the capital “Rabbat
Ammon”,Amman’s ancient name, This archeological feature was built
with granite in a circular form rising four meters, which explains its
name. Excavations showed that the tower consisted of 2 to 3 sections
with o main entrance and four roofless rooms; it is considered one of
the remaining Ammonite sites today. These towers were constructed
using huge blocks of rock which were finely chiseled into square,
rectangular and circular shapes.

It stands next to the Research and Registration Center of the
Jordanian Archeological Department in Jabal Amman.

Roman Amphitheater

Inthe eastern part of Amman, right below
Jabal Al-Jofah, lies the Roman Amphitheater.
Greek inscriptions on its columns’ bases
indicate that the Amphitheater was built to
honor Emperor Hadrian who visited Ammanin

Cave of Ahl Al-Kahf (People of the Cave)

It is situated in Al-Rajeeb in Qweismeh
District, 7 km southeast of Amman. The location
was discovered in the year 1963 by Jordanian
archeologist Rafig Wafa Dajani. The skeletons of the
Peopleofthe Caveare locatedin asmall room which
has a small window covered with glass to allow
visitors a view of the skeletons. The authenticity of -
the site is still under debate as to whether it is the
actual cave mentioned in the Noble Qur'an.

The Cave sits in a Byzantine cemetery 1.5km
to the east of Abu Alanda at the foot of a hill,
with an entrance that leads to a main hall which
is subdivided into three covered niches with
seven tombs covered with floral and geometrical
shapes.

The1963archaeological excavations uncovered
two old mosques one atop the Cave of Ahl Al-Kahf, =
and the other at the front yard. The excavations [
also unearthed eight tombs, and a dog's upper
jaw at the Cave's entrance, where the dog stood g
guard. The skeletons found in the seven tombs are &
thought to be the remains of the seven Romans |
believers including the shepherd, while the eighth
tomb’s owner is still anonymous.
